A FEW STATE REGULATIONS

1.  Bingo Packs may not be split.

2. Itisthe players’ responsibility to ensure the caller hears “BINGO”.

3. No one under the age of 18 may play bingo or purchase pull-tabs. Anyone under the age of 18 will not be permitted to buy or mark bingo cards nor will
they be allowed to buy or open pull-tabs.

4.  Tipping Bingo Volunteers is prohibited. Please DO NOT TIP the bingo workers. This DOES NOT apply to the kitchen workers.

5. Avalid picture ID and your social security card are required for prizes won in the amount of $600 or more.

NOTE: A Copy of the State Regulations is kept at the front desk. All regulations are strictly followed by our organization.

HOUSE RULES

1. You must purchase a pack in order to buy any of the special games.
2. No packs will be sold after Half-Time. No Scavenger Sales after the start of Game 17.
3. A number must be called to be in play. A number shown on the monitor does not come into play until called.
4. Bingo anyway (Games 4 & 15) can be any of the following — NOTE: Postage Stamp must be in a corner:

1 Straight Postage Stamp Six Pack 4 Inside Fdf Outside Lg. Dind Sm. Diamond
Bingo {Must be in a corner) Corners GComers

5. In order to win the Pickle Jar (or “Jug”), you must bingo on a jug number. One number will be selected for each
jug prior to the start of Game 2. Once a jug has been awarded, the number for that jug will no longer be in play
as a jug number. A jug will only be awarded during “SET” games.

6. If someone under the age of 18 accompanies you, it is your responsibility to keep them from disturbing the other
players. You must ensure that they are not outside the building while bingo is in session. The children should
be sitting quietly with their parent(s) or responsible party.

7. No food or drink may be brought into the Bingo Hall. Food, snacks, water and coffee may be purchased
at our concessions and there are soda machines in the Bingo Hall.

8. The $800 Jackpot number will be increased by one number each week (Every other Session). At the start of the
session immediately following the session in which the jackpot ($1000 or $800) is won the $800 jackpot will be
reset at 51 numbers.

9. We will not tolerate rude or ill-mannered patrons. There will also be no foul language permitted in the Bingo
Hall. Please be polite and considerate of your fellow Bingo players and our volunteers. Floor workers will
notify the Chairperson of offenses of this nature and the Chairperson has the right to ask you to leave. In the
event you are asked to leave, no refunds of Bingo purchases will be given.

10. In the event that there are 69 or fewer players, the $150 prizes will be dropped to $125 and the $120 will be
dropped to $100.

11. Make sure that you have the correct special games; after a game has ended we will NOT exchange them for
another special game.

12. Checks for pull-tabs will not be accepted on the floor unless you have a valid check card. You must show your
check card to floor workers when writing a check. If you do not have a check card, you will have to write your
check at the Pull-Tab Desk and show a valid Driver’s License. We reserve the right to decline acceptance of
checks. ALL CHECKS WILL BE DEPOSITED AT THE END OF EVERY BINGO SESSION - NO
EXCEPTIONS.

13. Bingo Volunteers will count out all pay outs to each winner. If there is a discrepancy you must advise the
volunteer immediately. Once the volunteer has left your table or the caller’s stand, all pay outs are considered
final!!

14. ONCE BINGO HAS STARTED, PLEASE TURN ALL CELL PHONES TO VIBRATE OR OFF. IF YOU
GET A CALL, YOU ARE REQUIRED TO TAKE IT OUTSIDE THE BINGO HALL SO AS NOT TO
DISTURB THE OTHER BINGO PLAYERS. THERE ARE NO EXCEPTIONS TO THIS RULE.

15. IN THE EVENT OF A DISPUTE, PLEASE VOICE YOUR CONCERNS TO THE FRONT DESK
CHAIRPERSON ONLY. ANY DECISION BY THE CHAIRPERSON IS FINAL.
